JOINT EXERCISE OF POWERS AGREEMENT
CREATING ' :
SANTA ANA WATERSHED PROJECT AUTHORITY

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into by and
between the public agencies herein designated as "eligible

public agencies."

RECITALS

WHEREAS, each of the parties hereto is a public
agency authorized and empowerea to contract for the‘joinf
exercise of powers under Article 1, Chapter 5, Division 7,
Title 1 of thé Government Céde of the State of California;
and ' |

WHEREAS, eééh of said parties has the authority
and power to protect and preserve the quality of the surface
and subsurface water supplies within their respective
boundaries; and

WHEREAS, the parties heréto recognize the immedi-
ate necessity for planning, construction,'operatién and
maintenance or works and facilities for collectioﬁ, trans-—
mission, treatment, disposal and/or reclamation of'sewage;
wastes, waste waters, poor-quality groundwater and storm
waters to protect water quality and to abate polluiion

within the Santa Ana River Watershed.
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' COVENANTS
NOW, THEREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION of the mutual
promises and covenants herein contained, the parties hereto

agree as follows:

A. GENERAL

1. Creation of Agency. There is hereby created
a public agency to be known as the "Santa Ana Watershed

Project Authority," herein called "Agency." The Agency

is formed by this Agreement pursuant to the provisions of
Article 1, Chaptef 5, Division 7, Title 1 of the Government
Code of the State of California relating to the joint exer-
cise of powers common to public agencies (hereinafter refer-
red to as the "Act"). For the purposes of thisAAgreement,

the Agency is a public agency separate from the parties

hereto.

2. Purpose. The purpose of this Agreement is to
create a public agency fo undertake and implement the common
power of undertaking projects for water quality control, and
protection and pollution abatement in the Santa Ana River
Watershed, including development of waste treatment manage-
ment plans for the area withinythe Santa Ana Watershed and

construction, operation and maintenance of works and facili-
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ties for collection, transmission, treatment, diéposal
and/or reclamation of sewage, wastes, waste waters, poor-
quality groundwaters and storm waters by utilizing funds
contributed by the members and grants received from Federal_
and/or State gévernment and by issuing bonds, notes, war-
rants and other evidences of indebtedness tovfinance costs

and expenses incidental to said projects.

3. Powers. The Agency shall have the power, in
its own name, to do any and all of the following: o

(a) To make and enter contracts;

(b) To employ agents and employees;

(c) To acquire, construct, manage, maintain
qnd operate any buildings, works or improvemeﬁts,.both
inside and outside the boundaries of the partieé
hereto;

(d) To acquire; hold or dispose of property,
both inside and outside the boundaries of the parties
hereto;

(e) To incur debts, liabilities or obliga-
tions;

(f) To issue bonds, notes, warrants and
other evidences of indebtednesé to finance costs and
expenses incidental to the projects of the Agency;

(g) To sue and be sued in its oﬁn name,

provided that the Agency shall not commence or inter-
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vene in any lawsuit without the approval of all of its
members;
(h) To exercise jointly the common power of

the parties hereto set forth in Paragraph 2 hereof.

The powers herein enumerated shall be exercised,
to the extent not herein specifically provided for, in the
manner and according to the methods provided under the

"Municipal Water District Law of 1911".

4. Eligible Public Agencies. The public agen-
cies eligible to become a party to this Agreement and mem-
bers of the Agency are specified as follows:

(a) Orange County Water District

(b) Chino Basin quicipal Water District

(c) Western Municiéal Water District of
Riverside County

(d) San Bernardino Valley Municipal Water

District

The eligible public agencies shall become parties
and members of the Agency upon execution of this Agreement

and any addenda, amendment or supplement hereto.



5. Effective Date. This Agreement shall become

effective and the Agency shall be created when the governing
bodies of two (2) of the eligible public agencies shall have
-authorized execution of this Agfeement.

In connection with the admission of ény additional
eligible pubiic‘agency after formation of the’agency, each
of the existing members and the prospective member or mem—
bers shall execute a memorandum specifying the obligations
of the prospective member for contributions toward past or

present authority expenditures.

6. Governing Body. This Agreement and this

Agency creafed hereby shall be administered by the governing
body of the Agency which shall be known as the "Commission
for the Santa Ana Watershed Project Authority," herein
called "Commission." Subject to the reserved powers of the
parties hereto, the powers and fﬁnctions of the Agency shall

be exercised by and through the Commission.



B. MEMBERSHIP

7. Reserve Power of Members. Each member of the

Agency expressly possesses and reserves to itself final and
absolute discretion to approve or disappfove prior to com-
mitment, any and all expenditures or other financial obliga-
tion by the Agéncy, other than budgeted items, insofar as
said expenditures or obligations are or shall be chargeable
-against such member. All general and special projéct bud-
gets shall be subject to the prior appréval by each member,
to the extent that such budget may impose any financial lia-

bility on such member.

8. Withdrawal of Membership.' Any member of the

Agency shall have the right to withdra& its mémbership upon
serving written notice of intention thereof on all other
members at least one hundred and twenty (120) days before
the close of any fiscal year; provided, however, tﬁat no
such withdrawal\shall relieve the withdraWiné‘public agency
from financial obligations theretofore incurred by it under

this Agreement.

9. Vote or Assent of Members. The vote, assent

or approval of members in any matter requiring such vote,
assent or approval hereunder shall be evidenced by a certi-
fied copy of the resolution or minute order of the governing

body of such member, filed with the Agency.
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10. Designation of Commissioners. Upon the

effective date of this Agreement, each party shall designate
and appoint,‘by resolution of its governing body, 6ne member
of its governing body or its General Manéger to act as,itsA
Commissioner on the Commission and one member of its govern-
ing body or its General Manager to act as its alternate
Commissioner. During any absence of the Commissionef, the
alternate Commissioner shall act in his place. Each
Commissioner and alternate Commissioner shall hold offide
from the first meeting of each odd-numbered year for a‘périod:
of two (2) years, or until his successor iS'selected; |
Commissioners and alternate Commissioners shall, however,
serve at the pleasure of the governing body of the appoint-
ing member and may be removed at any time, with or without
cause, in the sole discretion of said member's governing

body.



C. COMMISSIbN

11. Meetings. Regular meetings of the Commission
shall be held monthly. At its first meeting, the Commission
shall provide for the time and place of holdings its regulaf
meetings. Special meetings may be called at the request of
the chairman or of a majority of the Commission. Notice
of all meetings shall be furnished in writing to each -
"Commissioner and member agency at least fqrty—eighf (48)

hours prior to the time appointed for the meeting.

12, Quorum. A majority of the Commissioners
shall constitute a quorum for purposes of transacting busi-

ness.

13. Majority Vote. Except as otherwise provided
heiein, all actions of the Commission shall be passed upon
the affirmative vote of a majority of the members of the

Commission.

14. Minutes. The Secretary of the Agency shall
cause to be kept minutes of the regular, adjourned regular,
special and adjourned special meetings of fhe Commission and .
shall cause a copy of said minutes to be forﬁarded to each

member of the Agency and of the Commission.



15. Compensation. Each Commissioner and alter-
nate Commissioner shall receive compensation in an amounfi
not to exceed fifty dollars ($50.00) for each.meetfng of
the Commission attended by him, which amount shall be fixed
from time to time by the Commission, but shall not exqeed
the amount allowed by law for members of the board of a
municipal water district pursuant to the Municipal Wéter
District Law of 1911, as it may be amended ffom time to
time. No Commissioner or alternate Commissioner shall
receive compensation for more than six (6) meetings in ahy '
calendar month. If allowed by the Commission, a Commissioner
or alternate Commissioner shall also receive ‘traveling and
other expenses incurred by him on Agency business at the

request of the Commission.

16. Public Meetings. All meetings of the

Commission shall be open to the public and shall be called,
noticed, held and conducted in accordance with the provi-
sions of the Ralph M. Brown Act being Sections 54950 et.seq.

of the Government Code.

17. Rules. The Commission may adopt from time to
time such rules and regulations for the conduct of its

affairs as may be required.



18. Specific Projects. Except for preliminary

studies and matters of general administration, the Agency
shall function through the identification énd implementation '
of specific projects. A project may involve all or less
than all members of the Agency, provided that no member
shall be involved without its approval. A separate‘budgetv
and agreement of the parties shall be established for each
such project, which shall determine the respective obliga-
tions, functions, and rights of the members involved and of
the Agency. The initial projects of the agenéy are (1) con-
struction and operation of the Santa Ana Regional Interceptor
through Prado Dam, together with acquisitién'of and use of
appropriate treatment facilities, and (2) control of water
cuality degradation éaused by dairy wastes. Said projects
shall be further defined in project agreements to be con;
cluded between the participating members before they shall
become obligatea with respect thereto. To the extent that
any specific project is undertaken which affects less than
all members of the Agency, the Commissioners representing
each of the members who will be involved in fiﬁancing said
project shall be and constitute a Project Committee of the
Cormmission for purposes of administration and implementation
of such project. All budget and operating decisions with
regard to any project shall require the unanimous consent of

the members of the Project Committee or the Agenéy, as the
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case may be.

19. Powers and Limitations. All of the power and

authority of the Agency shall be exercised by the Commission,
subject, however, to the reserved right of members with
regard to approval of budgets and assumption of financial

obligations.

D. OFFICERS :

20. Officers. There shall be selected from the
membership of the Commission a chairman, vice-chairman and
secretary. The treasurer of Chino Basin Municipal Water
District shall be the treasurer of the Agency, to be the
depositary and have custody of all money of the Agency from
whatever source; provided that the Commission may at any
time select another treasurer. Said Commission shall also
select a controller, who shall be of the same public.agency
as treasurer, and who shall draw all warrants to pay demands

against the Agency approved by the Commission.

21. Additional Officers and Employees. The

Commission shall have the power to appoint such additional
officers and to employ such additional employees and assis-

tants as may be appropriate.
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22. Duties of Officers and Employees. Each and

all of said officers, employees and assistants shall serve
at the pleasure of the Commission and shall perform such
duties and.shall have such powers as the Commission may

determine.

23. Bonds. The public office or officers or

" persons who have charge of, handle or have access to any

property of the Agency shall file an official bond in an

amount to be fixed by the parties to this Agreement.

E. BUDGET PROCEDURES

24. General Budget. Annually at the May meeting

of the Commission, a general budget shall be adopted for the
ensuing fiscal year. The budget shall be prepared in suffi-
cient detail to constitute an operating outline for contri-
butions to be made by members aﬁd expenditures. to be made -
during the ensuing year for those a@ministrative and study
matters of general benefit to all members of the Agency.
Said budget shall be adopted by a majority of the
Commissioners in attendance, subject to the approval of the

members of the Agency.
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25. Aﬁproval of General Budget. Each general

budget adopted by the Commission must be approvéd and shall
be deemed effective upon the receipt by the Agency of certi-
fied copies of approving resolutions or minute orders by the
governing bodies of each of the members of.the.Ageﬁcy. )
Until such time as said formal approval has been received
from each and every member of the Agency, sﬁid budget shalla
constitute merely a proposed bddget, subject to considera-

tion or revisions.

26. Project Budgets. The budget or other commit-

ment of funds for the study, implementation or.construction
of any specific project or works to be constructed by the
Ageﬁcy shall be adopted by the Project Committee of the
Commission concerned with the specific project. Each such
project budget or commitmeﬁt must be approved by the unani-
mous consent of the members represented on thé Project
Committee of the Commission, or by all members of £hé Agehcy

if all are involved in the specific project.

27. Approval of Project Budgets. Each project

budget or commitment must be approved and shall bevdeemed
operative only upon express approval by the members partici-
pating in the project budget as evidenced by a certified
copy of a resolution or minute order of fhe governihg boards

of such participating members.
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28. Failure to Approve General Budget. If any

member fails or refuses to approve any general budget of the
Agency, said budget shail be returned to the Commission for
restudy and revision. In the event a budgef acceptable to
all of the members is not obtained prior to the start ofAthe
fiscal year, the Agency may continue to operate at the level
of expenditure authorized by the last approved generél bud-
get and the members shall be obligated to fund such opera-

tions.

29. Expenditures Within Approved Budgets. All

expenditures within the designations and limitations of
approved general or project budgets shall Ee-made on the
authorization of a majority of the Commission or the Projecf
Committee of the Commission which is'supervising such
expenditure. No expenditures in excess of those budgeted
shall bé made without the unanimous consent and approvél of
all members of the Agency to a revised or amended budget

which may from time to time be submitted by the Commission.
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. F.,. CONTRIBUTIONS

30. Procedure. TheVCommission shall prepare an
annual general budget and any project budgets fof each fis-
cal year ending June 30. All general budgets shall provide
for equal contributions by each member of the Agency toward
the total amount of revenue specified in said general
budget. 1In addition, each member agrees to contribute
equally or as may be otherwise agreed to any matching fund
requirement for a grant from any Federal or S£ate agency,
subject to approval of said grant and the application there-

for by each member.

31. Payment. The contribution of each member of
the Agency specified in any general budget or project budget
shall be due and payable sixty (60) days after receipt of
billing therefor from the Agency. Unpaid contriﬁutions
shall bear interest at the rate.of ten percent (10%) per

annume.

G. ACCOUNTING AND AUDITS

32. Fiscal Year. The fiscal year of the Agency

shall be from July 1 to June 30, following.

33. Accounting Procedures. Full books and

accounts shall be maintained for the Agency in accordance
~with practices established by or consistent with those util-
ized by the Controller of thé State of Californiaifor like
public agencies. In parficular, the controller and treasurer
of the Agency shall comply strictly with the requirements of
the statutes governing joint powers agencies, Chapter 5,

- Division 7, Title 1 of the Government Code, commencing witﬂ

Section 6500.

34. Audit. The records and accounts of the

Agency shall be audited annually by an independent certified
public accountant and copies of such audit report shall be
filed with the County Auditor, State Controller and each
member of the Agency no later than fifteen (15) days after

receipt of said audit by the Commission.
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H. BOND FINANCING

35. Revenue Bonds. The Agency shall have the

power and authority to issue revenue bonds in accordance
with the procedureé and requirements specified as follows:
(a) Article 2, Chapter 5; Title 1,
Division 7 of the Government Code commencing with
Section 6540.
(b) Chapter 6, Title 5,'Division 2 of the
Government Code commencing with Section 54300. 4
(c) Chapter 6.5, Title 5, Division 2 of the

Government Code commencing with Section 54725.

The foregoing revenue bonds may be issued'for any
project specified in Paragraph 2 herein; provided that two
(2) or more members of the Agency shall participate in such
project and issuance of revenue bonds therefor. Issuance of
any such revenue bonds shall be subject to the approval of
all members of the Agency.

Although revenue bonds may be issuéd b§ and in the
name of the Agency, nothing contained in this Agreement
shall relieve any member of the Agency from any obligatién
incurred by such member by reason of the issuance of suqh.

revenue bonds.
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I. PROPERTY RIGHTS

36. Contributed Funds and Property Rights. To

the extent that any funds received from any member of the
Agency are used for the acquisition or construction of
~assets, the same shall be allocated annually on the books of
the Agency to the credit of said eontributing member. Any
member shall have the right to approve the allocation of its
proportionate capacity in the Sénta Ana Regional Interceptor

to users within its boundaries.

37. Withdrawal or Dissolution. Upcn withdrawal

of a member from the Agency or upon dissolution of the
Agency, there shall be a partial or complete distribution of
assets and discharge of liabilities as follows:

(a) Withdrawal -- Upon withdrawal of any

member from tﬁe Agency, the withdrawing member shall
receive its proportionate or otherwise défined share of
the assets of the Agency and shall cont;ibute its pro-
portionate or otherwise defined share toward discharge

- of any enforceable liabilities incurréd by the Agency
as the same appear on the books of the Agency.

(b) Dissolution -~ Upon dissolution of the

Agency, each member shall receive its proportionate or
otherwise defined share toward discharge of any enforce-
able liabilities incurred by the Agency. as the same

appear on the books of the Agency.
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The distribution of assets may be ﬁade iﬁ kind or
assets may be sold and the proceeds thereof distributed to a
member at the time of withdrawal or fo the members at the
time of dissolution; provided that, all facilities ané rights
in facilities assigned or transferred by.any member to the
Agency shall be‘reconQeyed to said membér free énd clear of
all encumbrances and liens of any kind; and provided fur-
ther that upon dissolution any contracts for the use of the
Santa Ana Regional Interceptor and necessary treatment
facilities shall be assigned to the member in whose terri-
tory such discharge originates, or to such member upon its

withdrawal.

38. Liabilities. Except as provided hereinabove,

the debts, liabilities and obligations of the Agency shall
be the debts, liabilities and obligations of the Agency

alone, and not of the parties to this Agreement.
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J. RESCISSION OR TERMINATION

39. Term. The Agency shall continue until this

Agreement is rescinded or terminated as herein provided.

40. Rescission or Termination. This Agreement

may be rescinded and the Agency terminated by written con-
sent of a majority of the members evidenced by a certified

- copy of a resolution of their governing bodies.

K. MISCELLANEOUS

41. Arbitration. If a dispute arises as to the

construction, interpretation or implementation of any provi-
sion of this Agreement, the issues in dispute or matter
requiring action may be submitted to binding arbitration, if"
all of the parties agree to do so. For such purpose; an
agreed arbitrator shall be selected by all memberé of the
Commission, or in the absence of agreement, the Commission
by majority vote shall select an arbitrator and the member
or members in dissent shall select gn arbitrator and»they
shall select a third arbitrator. The arbitrator or three
(3) arbitrators acting as a panel shall proceed to arbitrate
the matter in accordance with the provisions of Title 9 of

Part 3 of the Code of Civil Procedure.
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42, Notices. All notices, statements, demands,
requests, consents, approvals, authorizations; agreements,
appointments or designations hereunder shall be given in
writing and addressed to the principal office of each member

of the Agency. .

43, Validity. If any one or more of the terms,
provisions, promises, covenants or conditions of this
Agreement shall by any exteht be adjudged invalid, unenforce-
able, void or voidable for any réason whatsoever by a court
of competent jurisdiction, each and all of the remain;ng
terms, provisions, promises, covenants and conditions of this
Agreement shall not be affected thereby and.shall be valid

and enforceable to the fullest extent permitted by law.

44. Amendment. This Agreement shall contain all
of the terms and conditions made between the parties hereto
and shall not be amended except by an agreement in writing

signed by all parties.

45, Successors. This Agreement shall be binding
upon and shall inure to the benefit of the successors of the

parties hereto. -

46. Assignment. The parties hereto shall not

assign any rights or obligations under this Agreement with-
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out the written consent of all other parties.

47. Additional Documents. The parties hereto
agree upon request to execute, -acknowledge and deliver all
additional papers and documents necessary br desirable to

carry out the intent of this Agreement.

48. Law Governing. This Agreement is made in the

State of California under the Constitution and Laws of such

State and is to be so construed.

AMENDMENT NO., 1 TO
THE JOINT EXERCISE OF POWERS AGREEMENT

THIS AMENDMENT NO. 1 TO THE JOINT EXERCISE OF POWERS
AGREEMENT CREATING THE SANTA ANA WATERSHED PROJECT AUTHORITY is

made and entered into by and between the public agencies herein

designated as "eligible public agencies."®

Recitals

WHEREAS, each of the parties hereto is a public agency
authorized and empowered to contract for the joint exercise of
powers under Article 1, Chapter 5, Division 7, Title 1 of the
Government Code of the State of California; and

WHEREAS, Chino Basin Municipal Water District, Orange County
Water District, San Bernardino Valley Municipal Water District,
and the Western Municipal Water District of Riverside County
(collectively, the "Member Agencies®™) made and entered into that
certain Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement creating the Santa Ana
Watershed Project Authority in January, 1975; and

WHEREAS, the said Joint Exercise of Powers Adreement
identified the four Member Agencies as the agencies eligible for
membership in SAWPA; and

WHEREAS, Paragraph 44 of the said Joint Exercise of Powers

Agreement provides that it may be amended by an agreement in writing



signed by all of the parties to the said Joint Exercise of Powers
Agreement; and
WHEREAS, SAWPA has received an application from the
Eastern Municipal Water District for membership in SAWPA; and
WHEREAS, it is the purpose of this Amendment No. 1 to amend
Paragraph 4 of the said Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement to
include the Eastern Municipal Water District as an "eligible
public agency®, and to amend the said Agreement in other

particulars.

Covenants
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and
covenants herein contained, the parties hereto agree as follows:
1. Paragraph 2 of that certain Joint Exercise of Powers
Agreement creating the Santa Ana Watershed Project Authority
dated January, 1975, is hereby amended as follows:
"2, Purpose. The purpose of this Agreement is to
create a public agency to undertake and implement the
common power of undertaking projects for:
(a) Water quality control;
(b) Protection and pollution abatement in the Santa
Ana River Watershed, including development of
waste treatment management plans for the area
within the Santa Ana River Watershed;
(c) The construction, operation, and maintenance and
rehabilitation of works and facilities for the
collection, transmission, treatment, disposal

and/or reclamation of sewage, wastes, wastewaters,
poor quality groundwaters and stormwaters;



(d) The construction, operation, maintenance and
rehabilitation of projects for irrigation and
municipal and industrial water supplies;

(e) Projects for aquifer rehabilitation;

(f) Projects for reclamation, recycling and desalting
of water supplies for irrigation and municipal and
industrial purposes.

These purposes may be implemented by utilizing funds
contributed by the members and grants received from Federal
and/or State Government, by issuing bonds, notes, warrants and
other evidences of indebtedness to finance costs and expenses
incidental to said projects, and by contracting with the United
States pursuant to Federal Reclamation laws and the laws
amendatory and supplementary thereto.

2. Paragraph 4 of that certain Joint Exercise of Powers
Agreement creating the Santa Ana Watershed Project Autho%ity,
dated January, 1975, is hereby amended to add the
Eastern Municipal Water District as an "eligible public agency.;

3. Paragraph 15 of the Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement
is amended by deleting the words "in an amount not to exceed
Fifty Dollars ($50.00)".

4. This Amendment No. 1 shall become effective when the
governing bodies of the five eligible public agencies shall have
authorized the execution 6f, and subsequently executed, this
Agreement,

5. By its execution of this Amendment No. 1, the Eastern

Municipal Water District agrees to be bound by the provisions of

the said Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement, including full

participation in the 1984-85 and subsequent General Budgets of

SAWPA, and further agrees to execute Project Agreement No. 10,

entitled “Santa Ana Basin Water Quality Control Studies®, and

become a full participating member thereof.

6. The parties to this Agreement acknowledge and agree

that, except as otherwise provided herein, the Eastern Municipal

Water District shall not be required to participate in any

Project Agreement.

AMENDMENT NO. 2 TO THE JOINT POWERS AGREEMENT

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the SANTA ANA WATERSHED PROJECT AUTHORITY ("SAWPA"Y)
was formed in 1975 pursuant to that certain Joints Powers Agreement
entitled "Joint Powers Agreement Creating the Santa Ana Watershed
Project Authority", as amended in 1984 (hereafter referred to as
the "Joint Powers Agreement");

Designation of Commissioners

A. Section 10 entitled "Designation of Commissioners" of the 1975 Joint Exercise of
Powers Agreement is hereby amended to supersede the existing language with the following
replacement language: '

"10. Designation of Commissioners. The governing board of SAWPA

shall be a Commission composed of representatives from SAWPA’s Member
Agencies. Each Member Agency shall designate and appoint, by an action of its
governing board, one member of its governing board or its general manager to act
as its Commissioner, one member of its governing board or its general manager to
act as its Primary Alternate and one member of its governing board or its general
manager to act as its Secondary Alternate; provided, however, that each Member
Agency’s general manager shall be appointed to one of the three positions
referenced above. A copy of such action shall be provided to SAWPA. Each
Commisstoner and each of the Alternates shall serve at the pleasure of its Member
Agency’s governing board. Each Member Agency shall have one vote. The
Alternates may sit and participate with the Commissioners at the Commission
meetings."

' Recoro No, & 7 B
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B. Section 18 entitled “Specific Projects” of the 1975 Joint Exercise of Powers
Agreement is hereby modified by this amendment. The new language added by this amendment
is shown “blacklined” below. The non-blacklined language is the existing language in the Joint
Exercise of Powers agreement.

“18. Specific Projects. Except for preliminary studies and matters of
general administration, the Agency shall function through the identification and
implementation of specific projects. A project may involve all or less than all
members of the Agency, provided that no member shall be involved without its
approval. A separate budget and agreement of the parties shall be established for
each such project, which shall determine the respective obligations, functions, and
rights of the members involved and of the Agency. The initial projects of the
agency are (1) construction and operation of the Santa Ana Regional Interceptor
through Prado Dam, together with acquisition of and use of appropriate treatment
facilities, and (2) control of water quality degradation caused by dairy wastes.
Said projects shall be further defined in project agreements to be concluded
between the participating members before they shall become obligated with
respect thereto. To the extent that any specific project is undertaken which affects
less than all members of the Agency, the Commissioners representing each of the
members who will be involved in financing said project shall be and constitute a
Project Committee of the Commission for purposes of administration and
implementation of such project. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this
Agreement or in any agreement establishing a Project Committee, a member
participating in a Project Committee may directly appoint any member of its .
governing board or its general manager as its representative and/or alternate to the
Project Committee. All budget and operating decisions with regard to any project
shall require the unanimous consent of the members of the Project Committee or -
the Agency, as the case may be. Consistent with Sections 7 and 26 of this
Agreement, the budget of a Project Committee shall require the approval of the
governing board of every member participating in the Project Committee.”

Technical Committee of General Managers

C. The following new Section 49 is hereby added by this amendment to the Joint
Exercise of Powers Agreement to formalize the establishment of the Technical Committee of
General Managers as a SAWPA standing committee:

"49. Technical Committee of General Managers. There is established
by this Amendment a standing committee entitled, “Technical Committee of
General Managers™. This Committee may review and make recommendations on
